Everyone really enjoyed the very bumpy tractor ride 

around the farm- we didn’t realise quite how big the farm was!

Alongside all these fun events we’ve also managed to continue our hard work across all areas of the 

curriculum. In Literacy sessions we have been writing all about the stories/books: ‘Lost and Found’, 

‘Commotion in the Ocean’, and ‘Jack and the Beanstalk’. We have been so impressed with the 

children’s writing; they have made good use of their phonics and made sure they used finger spaces, 

capital letters and full stops. Some children are also regularly using ‘wow’ words (adjectives) and 

conjunctions in their writing and retelling stories remembering so much detail. It’s hard to believe they 

are only Reception children looking at the amazing writing they have produced!  

In Maths we’ve been busy with our adding and subtracting, 
doubling and halving and shape work. During our daily number 
sessions, we have also been spending lots of time practising our 
odd and even numbers, number bonds to 10 and applying all of 
our different maths skills. It’s been fantastic to see how much 
progress the children have made during the year and how much 
pride they take in their Maths work. All of the children should be 
very proud of themselves.  

 

It really has been a fantastic year for us all in REF. We would like 

to just finish with a couple of thanks. We’re sure you’ll all join us in thanking Miss Evans for all her hard 

work this year. Her help and support has made such a difference in the excellent progress the children 

have made this year.
